2. Fixed Price:  The prices indicated above are firm and fixed and not subject to any adjustment during contract performance.

3. The Purchaser reserves the right at the time of contract finalization to increase or decrease by up to 15% the quantity of goods and services originally specified without any change in unit prices as other terms and conditions.

4. Country of Origin: The goods offered should have their origin in World Bank member countries, and you will be required to furnish a certificate of origin for each item.

5. Delivery Schedule: The delivery should be not later than 90 days. The Supplier shall be the sole responsible for failure to comply with the obligations he undertook in the agreement, the PAS Center is entitled to deduct the equivalent of 0,1% per day of delay out of the total value of the agreement but not more than 5% of the contract value. This amount will replace penalties as such.
6. Applicable Law: The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Purchaser's country.

7. Resolution of Disputes: The Purchaser and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute between them under or in connection with the Contract. In the case of a dispute between the Purchaser and the Supplier, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the country procedures.

8. Delivery and Documents: Upon shipment, the Supplier shall notify the Purchaser the full details of shipment, including contract number, description of goods, quantity, etc. The Supplier shall submit the following documents to the Purchaser:
(i) delivery document duly filled in, signed and sealed.

(ii) manufacturer's or supplier's warranty certificate (if applicable);

(iii) certificate of origin;

(iv) certificate of quality.

9. Payment: Invoices will be paid in 3 (three) working days in an amount of 100% against shipping documents and signature of acceptance certificate.
10. Warranty: Goods offered should be covered by manufacturer’s warranty.
11. Packaging and Marking Instructions: The Supplier shall provide standard packing of the Goods as required preventing their damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination, as indicated in the Contract.
12. Defects: All defects will be corrected by the Supplier without any cost to the Purchaser within 30 days from the date of notice by Purchaser.
13. Force-Majeure:  The supplier shall not be liable for penalties or termination for default if and to the extent that its delay in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under the Contract is the result of an event of Force-Majeure.

For purposes of this clause, “Force-Majeure” means an events beyond the control of the Supplier and not involving the Supplier’s fault or negligence and not foreseeable. Such events may include, but not restricted to, act of Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

If a Force-Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of such condition and the cause thereof. Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by Force-Majeure event. 

14. Required Technical Specifications

Shelf life on delivery shall be at least 90% of the total period of validity.
